GENERAL WALK NOTES

This was a short town-centre walk around the
historic castle grounds at Clitheroe. The park
provides a mixture of mature trees, open
grassed areas, stone walls, and ornamental
planting, offering good habitat for common
urban and semi-rural bird species.

Despite being located within the town centre,
the castle grounds supported a good variety
of woodland and garden birds. The elevated
areas around the castle also provided pleasant
views across the surrounding Ribble Valley
landscape.

The location benefits from ample nearby
parking and easy access, making it well suited
for a quick lunchtime or casual birdwatching
walk.
